The long and winding

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Practice Area

The practice area at Whitestone
has a large grass warm-up tee for
players to utilize before their rounds.
Incorporated into the design are
numerous, bunkered greens at varying
distances.

Located at the North West end of
the practice area is an individual and
instructional practice facility.  Here
there are numerous grass tees at
multiple angles, again with bunkered
greens as targets.  This setup will enable
golfers to practice any type shot with
every club in the bag.  A unique aspect of
this area is the driving tee that has been
designed to simulate a golf  hole with trees,
fairway, rough and green.

Also included at this end is a chipping green
that will allow you to practice every aspect of
your short game.  From chipping, pitching
and bunker play to the ‘bump and run’, a shot
that will come into play often at Whitestone
with the many closely mown chipping areas
around the greens.
